RV Site:
Guest shall maintain their site in a clean and orderly fashion. We do not allow outside appliances,
outside storage bins, or storage under your RV. Clotheslines are not permitted.

All hoses, electric cords, etc., must be connected to your site services and out of the way. Guests
staying more than 2 weeks must have their sewer hose elevated off the ground.

TRASH:
All trash is to be disposed of in the dumpster by site D16. Do not leave out overnight.

LAUNDRY & RESTROOMS:
These rooms are maintained for the convenience of our guests. Only toilet paper can go into the
toilets, no other products. Please be sure to lock the door.

Sinks and showers floors, drains, and walls must be left clean after their use. Please use a paper
towel and remove hair from the drain after use. Please inform staff if restroom needs attention.
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Contact the office if clothes are left unattended for more than 30 minutes in laundry equipment.

PETS:

Pets are welcome but must be on a 6-foot leash and under owner's control. Pets are not to be left
unattended for extended periods. Owners must always have a waste bag with them, and all pet
waste must be picked up promptly. A dog park is also available for your use and is across from
site D16. Please refrain from walking pets on sites, occupied or unoccupied.

TRAFFIC:
Speed limitis 10 mph. Unregistered motorcycles and/or minibikes are not permitted to be ridden
around in the park. Golf Carts and ATVs are not permitted to be driven around in the park.

VEHICLE WASHING:
No washing of cars or trucks.

CANAL:
Swimming not permitted in the canal, watch out for alligators! (And snakes too!)

CAMPFIRES AND FIRE PITS:
Are not permitted due to the old oak trees and the density of the trees.

PARKING:
One (1) vehicle allowed per site, contact the office if you have more than 1 vehicle or if you need
storage of a boat. Additional fees may apply. Boat storage fee is $50.00 a month.

Attention Guests:
Per Health Department regulations — discharging of sink water or other "grey and/or black"
wastewater on the ground is PROHIBITED. No washing of dishes, pots, or clothing in restrooms.

QUIET HOURS ARE 10 PM to 8 AM
